As many of you are aware, on April 22, 2010, firms working in pre-1978 homes will need to be Lead-Safe certified before 
offering or performing work covered under the rules.  I have emailed out many of the required forms and with the 
assistance of Jim Willey offered several opportunities for the required Lead – Safe training classes.  If you have questions 
or concerns please contact Shelley A. Bruce Shelley.Bruce@dhs.wisconsin.gov who is the Unit Supervisor for the 
Wisconsin Asbestos and Lead program.   Also, federal law requires that projects for homeowners and tenants, firms must 
give both parties the pamphlet entitled “Renovate Right: Important Lead Hazard Information for Families, Child Care 
Providers and Schools” before starting work in their living area(s).  These pamphlets are available on line at store.nari.org 
and use your member login and you will find them in the Marketing Materials section.  In addition, the firm must get a 
signature proving receipt of delivery of these pamphlets or document the attempted method(s) and reason(s) when a 
signature was/could not be obtained.  This is an extensive topic.  It is in your best interest as an owner or employee of a 
company performing work on pre-1978 homes to read the entire DHS 163 rules which can be found online at 
www.legis.state.wi.us/erules/dhs163_EmR0928.pdf.   
 
Keep in mind ALL firms performing interior work on pre-1978 homes disturbing more than six square feet of painted 
surfaces or exteriors disturbing twenty square feet of painted surface or more must abide by these new rules.  Thus, it 
would be beneficial for representatives from plumbing, HVAC and electrical firms to become lead-safe certified as well!  
These rules are not going away and the EPA is rolling out ads to explain the rule and lead’s health hazards to the general 
public.  The EPA’s awareness campaign will continue nationwide over the next several months so get ahead of the game 
before you and/or your company faces stiff penalties and fines (contractor’s license suspension or loss and up to $37,500 
per day per occurrence)!
